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Course Detalls

Summary of the Course

In this course, students will have the opportunity to discover the centrality of the French language in
framing French identity, and to explore the current status of the French language in societies and
institutions around the world. This course will provide students with an overview of the history of the
French language from its origin to the contemporary period (efforts to codify the language will receive
particular attention), and with an overview of the actual diversity of French in France and around the
world (in the Americas, in Africa and in Europe), including the Pacific and Indian Ocean regions (official
policies to assert the status of French in the world will receive particular attention). A variety of written
and audio-visual materials will be used to illustrate the lectures.

This course is taught in English and with readings in English.

Recognize the various forms of French that are currently spoken in the world

Use a set of concepts specific to the discipline such as Standard French, creole and diglossia

Teaching Strategies

The course is designed to facilitate the development of a scholarly and critical understanding of the
evolution, expansion and current status of French in the world. The content is rich in information about
the language and it addresses contemporary societal issues of relevance for French students in
professional and disciplinary fields.

Inclusive teaching strategies, audio-visual support and peer collaboration aim at engaging students in
learning these contents. A range of assessment tasks are set to support the achievement of key
knowledge (class test) and the development of critical thinking and reflection skills (journal, tutorial
leadership, research project). Feedback is regularly provided in the tutorials and complements
summative assessment. There are no formal examinations.

The Teaching approach involves class discussions as well as small group discussions during the
tutorials, and during the lectures. This is achieved by means of a variety of tasks most of which require
students to prepare in advance.

The course is taught in English and the readings are in English as it is one of the contextual studies
courses in the major in French Studies.
